Gai Jones, past Theatre educator from El Dorado High School from 1968-2002, first woman to graduate with masters in Theatre from CSUF in 1968, is a retired Theatre educator, Thespian sponsor of El Dorado H.S.(EDHS) Troupe 199, Placentia, CA, past CA State Thespian Director, Territory II Leader and Region I Director,  past AATE CA state representative, and presently a Sr. Theatre League member, is the author of a newly published Theatre Resource book, entitled RAISING THE CURTAIN, Activities for the Theatre Arts Classroom. Perfection Learning, Inc. has the book listed in its Fall 2006 catalogue, citing it as an energetic theatre book for teachers working with students of all levels. She is presently serving on the AATE editorial staff for its national magazine and EdTA curriculum committee and a Theatre Arts consultant as well as free lance acting and directing.
    Gai was honored on her retirement when the faculty named the black box theater, THE GAI JONES THEATER in 2002.  She now serves as Interim Director of the Ojai Performing Arts Theater, V.P. Membership of CA Educational Theatre Association (CETA) and Drama Teachers Association of CA (DTASC), also is on the executive board of CA State Thespians. She is a member of Zeta Phi Eta. She continues to work as Founder of CA Youth In Theatre, teaches extension classes for CSU East Bay for Theatre educators to receive units for attending Theatre conferences, consults with Theatre education programs around the country;  has established the Gai Jones scholarship at EDHS for a Thespian who bring honor by being an excellent citizen, and funds  the CA Thespian S*T*A*R annual scholarship.  She directs with the Ojai Art Center Theater and performs Off the Page, staged reading with the professional Theatre 150 in Ojai, along with teaching each summer at Camp Bravo. She performs with Ventura Senior Readers Theatre weekly during the school year with staged readings of children’s literature in schools, along with auditioning for commercials and voice overs and teaches acting classes for senior citizens in Ventura County, entitled Sage to Stage. In October, 2004, CETA granted her the medallion for Outstanding Lifetime Achievement.
